	The teacher briefly gives individual feedback to students about their summaries
	The teacher returns summaries
	The teacher reviews some of the skills used during the occupation summaries activity.
	The teacher presents details about what was read the previous day.
	The teacher verifies that the questions were answered appropriately.

	Development Activities
	The teacher prompts students to recall the use of correct punctuation and spelling.
	 The teacher  prompts students to place them in clear protective sheets and asks several students to organize them into a binder.
	The teacher hands out a reading selection in which someone getting interviewed in realting to their profession.
	The students completes the reading selection.
	The teacher will give the students several minutes to check what words they found difficult to understand.

	Closing Activities
	The student hands in three occupation summaries to teacher for assessment.
	The teacher makes questions to spark conversation and dialogue among the class about the occupation they have wrote about.
	The students will complete several reading questions to confirm comprehension.
	The student answers several questions about the professional being interviewed.
	The students work together to create a word wall for aid in spelling certain difficulty words and their meaning.
