	Standards and expectations

Teacher introduces the topic: “Greetings and Interaction”. Student listens and interacts; asks and answers questions; offers and responds to greetings and farewells; listens and participates in songs, etc.
Activity: The teacher reinforces greetings and interactions during the morning message through the “Good Morning” song ( see Unit K.2 “Let’s Learn”)

	Standards and expectations

Teacher adds polite expressions to the greetings. Student listens and interacts; uses appropriate courtesy expressions, listens and participates in rhymes, chants, songs, etc.

Activity: The teacher, during read aloud, finds examples of greetings and interactions for the student to reinforce in his/her own role-play and for his/her play.

The student listens and interacts, ask and answers questions, participates in class discussion, uses words and phrases to express ideas, expresses opinions, recounts personal experiences.

Activity: The teacher asks: “What is a good friend?” The teacher creates a class vocabulary chart based on the student’s own experiences and what he/she believes are the qualities of a good friend.

Activity: The student shares a time when he/she was a good friend. The teacher reads aloud, “Will you be my friend? “ to share how sometimes we can be shy when wanting to make a new friend.

The student describes key details based on understanding of read aloud texts, retells stories including key details, describes characters, categorizes between similarities and differences between characters.

Activity: The teacher reads aloud stories that show different friendships and how they develop (Frog and Toad, Willy and Hugh and Franklin is Bossy)

Venn diagram poster.
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	Standards and expectations

The student listens and interacts, participates in class discussions, expresses opinions, identifies prefixes.

Activity: The teacher creates a poster with the characteristics of the characters (discussed the day before) and shows how their behavior helps or hurts their feelings. Then, presents the prefixes and discusses how they can help determine the meaning of a word (un-friendly, dis-honest, etc.)

The student listens and interacts, participates in class discussion, uses frequently occurring adjectives, writes simple sentences and uses illustrations to express opinions or feelings.
Activity: The teacher prompts the student to identify adjectives that describe friends and character traits.

P.T. 1
Comparing Characters

1.L.1; 1.S.1; 1.S.2b;1.R.7;1.W.1;1.LA.1d; 1.LA.4b

Activity: The student chooses two characters from a previously read book to compare and contrast them and how good of a friend they are in the book. The student writes the words/phrases in the Venn diagram under the appropriate character or overlapping section.


	
	Standards and expectations

The student listens and interacts, participates in class discussions, expresses opinions, recounts personal experiences.

Activity: Teacher introduces the topic: “Peace”. There will be a discussion between teacher and student on the question “What is peace?” The teacher reads aloud “The Peace Book” and starts a discussion with the student.


	
	Standards and expectations

The student listens and interacts, participates in class discussion, expands sentences to provide details about a topic.
Activity: The teacher asks “How is building friendships like building peace?” and connects how our everyday actions and relationships can promote peace in our lives and in the world. The student gives examples.

The student listens and interacts, participates in class and group discussions, expresses opinions, understands word relationship, writes simple sentences to describe.
Activity #1The teacher reads aloud “What does Peace Feel Like?” and the student creates a poster of what peace looks like, feels like, sounds like, tastes like, and smells like.

Activity #2 The student creates a page for a class Peace Book and writes, “Peace is ______”. The student tries to use all letters in the alphabet.

The student listens and interacts, participates in class discussions, uses words, phrases, short sentences to communicate ideas, uses illustrations to compare and contrast, writes simple sentences.
Activity #1 The teacher introduces the topic: “Conflict Resolution”

The teacher connects stories to characters and how problems are solved. The student shares what he/she does when he/she has a fight with family or friends.

Activity #2 The teacher reads aloud books or stories of anger where students will compare themselves to characters, acknowledging anger and discussing how to channel it productively.

PT2 
Create a Peace Play

1.L.1; 1.L.1a;1.S.11.S.2; 1.S.2c; 1.S.4; 1.W.1; 1.W.3

Overview:  The student synthesizes all of the lessons learned from the read aloud on friendship, conflict resolution, and peace to write and perform a class play on peace.

Step 1: The student, with the class, brainstorms different problems (war, gang fights, personal disagreement) and how to solve them with the same techniques (listening, sharing feelings, and coming to an agreement.

Step 2: The student works in a small group to create a simple script of the conflict and makes sure it is resolved using techniques decided by the class (the teacher assists the student with idea building by giving “What if “situations to create awareness that a story should have a beginning, middle and end by acting it out, having role plays.
Step 3: The student creates characters and develops their characteristics (are they bossy? kind?, mean?, quiet?, loud?, shy?)
(Two days)

Step 3: (Cont.)
Step 4: The student who does not want to act can help with costumes, props, background, music, directing.

Step 5: The student performs the play (Two days) with an audience and has the audience share what they learned from the play and the connections they can make between small conflicts (like fights) and larger conflicts (like war).
