	Development Activities
	Students read aloud.
	The teacher prompts students to complete Story Map handout for this novel.
	The teacher writes the elements and their description.
	The teacher presents the elements of the personal narrative.
	As students present their findings, they divide into groups to write these words on colored paper.

	Closing Activities
	Students use a dictionary to define each of the unknown words in their list.
	Students fill the story map using details from the story they have read.
	The teacher prompts the student to organize the elements of the personal narrative as best they can in a graphic organizer.
	Students will identify parts of the story and label it with an element of the personal narrative.
	Students will take down the previous words on the Word Wall and glue the new ones in their place for practice.
